Paris,

15th October 2005
OPEN TIME
This is the report of the open time, from 5:00pm to 6:00pm, during the Public IFSA board meeting.

Questions from Miss S. Thomas:

Q: Who is in charge of IFSA rules?

A: Actually, the IFSA board is in charge. The IFSA is intending to welcome more international people. It is quite difficult to find person who can offer time for the development of their sport.
Q: What about making an idea box, where everybody could express their point of view about rules for instance? 

A:  This possibility is actually available. An email address is currently available on IFSA website, and people are intended to send their questions, ideas, wishes to IFSA board before our current board meeting. Indeed, no one except Mr F.Masseli from Italy did.
C. Flinois : Competitors can not always express their view with accuracy.
Q: When do rules changes happen ? Every year ? Every X years ?

A: It can happen at every end of year.

Q: Regarding Freestyle rules, what about reducing the points dedicated to bonus, and increasing points dedicated to speed of slalom ?
A: This is actually 2 different questions, changing the amount of points for bonus, and changing the amount of point for speed of slalom. About bonus, the great number of points available, is identified by our staff as being too important, meanwhile this has very little impact over the Freestyle slalom results. Therefore this change is not urgent or compulsory. About speed of slalom, the number of points dedicated to this task, is not obviously too small. This need to be check. Speed of slalom is taken into account directly with 5 points but also indirectly with the number of tricks and transitions, this the volume effect over 25 points.

Q: Finding IFSA detailed results on IFSA website is not easy.

A: We understood very recently the link to the detail results was not obvious. The new webmaster will take this important remark into account.

Q: What about imposing introduction ceremony, such as Shanghai’s, at least for the IFSA Finales ?
A: This is actually very interesting. Meanwhile cultural differences might be an issue. This might not be appropriated in every country. We are not willing to impose, but rather propose.
Q: What about requiring prize money for IFSA competitions ? Being Judge might be more interesting than being competitor.

A: IFSA does not impose anything about prizes. Organizations have great difficulties to fund their budget. Therefore it is time not to impose any further expense. About judges, they did invest time to take part to judge course, they did graduate, they are working, not enjoying their day and event, therefore they need to be paid a little, to make sure freestyle competitions do find judges available.

Q: Organizations have to pay 200 euros to IFSA. Why the competitors are not paying some money to IFSA ?

A: Competitor inscription price is up to Organizations. This price is calculated by the organizations, regarding what competitors can pay to take part to events. You mean to increase competitors inscription price : this is quite difficult indeed, because competitors could hardly pay further money than the current 2005 prices.

Q: French qualification is currently a French and an International competition. It should first of all be about IFSA, rather than about FFRS.

A: This is on the way. Actually, FFRS did accept to follow IFSA latest requirements. This competition will be judges by IFSA judges from different nationalities, and an IFSA KO system will be proposed.

Q: What about IFSA & FIRS relationships ?

A: It is on the way. IFSA first contacted FIRS in spring 2004. Then FIRS elections 2004 took place, former president dismissed, new president has been elected, … , many things happened, it needs time. IFSA is still very recently in touch with FIRS.
